WHAT IS YOUR FAITH LEVEL?

The Gospels of the last few weeks have seen Mark moved
from Jesus’ teaching ministries into a more active phase,
demonstrating His power over the forces of nature, a power
He shared with God. In Mark 5:22-43, Jesus returns to Jewish
territory and displays mighty actions in the form of healing
two people on the edge of death. His actions point to the
divine power of life over death. These two accounts have a
story within a story. The outer story is Jesus making His way to the synagogue
official’s house to heal his daughter and the inner story starts when a woman
with hemorrhages touches Jesus’ clothing and is healed. As both Jesus and the
woman are aware of the healing, she is struck with fear, that is divine awe, and
gives witness to it. Jesus commends her faith, sending her away in peace. The
same is true for Jairus; his story ends when Jesus heals and raises the girl to
life. In these cases, both are females: a woman suffering for twelve years and
a twelve-year-old girl. Does twelve connect them? Twelve indicates that she
is of marriageable age. Having saved both of these “daughters” from death,
perhaps Mark is asserting that Jesus delivers them to life as both would now be
able to bear children, indicating God's favor and blessing. What is clear is that
this Gospel affirms that God's power stands on the side of life and rescues the
vulnerable from death.

We can all think of situations where hope may be slipping away, and we are
on a downward spin. This is where we have to determine what is our faith level.
Are we of little faith that we become depressed and give up or do we reach
down deep in our heart and soul and trust in God's power to help us survive?
We need to reflect on the level of faith we have in God's teaching and lessons,
and do we respond like Jesus' disciples, or do we fall back in our disbelief and
distance ourselves from God?
